Subject(s): World History
Topic or Unit of Study (Title):  French Revolution
Grade Level: 9
Materials: Worksheet 2A, Overhead 2A, Word History Textbook
Summary (and Rationale):  Students will gain an overview of the causes of the French Revolution and an understanding of life in France during the 17th and 18th centuries by working cooperatively in a group setting.
I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): Describe characteristics of a revolution. Use the American Revolution as a basis for describing the French Revolution. (5 minutes)
II. Statement of Instructional Objective(s) and Assessments:

	Assessments

	When given a 25-30 minute lecture and a “jigsaw cooperative group” exercise, the students will learn and be able to write a minimum of 5 things (total) about the specific social, economic, political, and environmental causes of the French Revolution.
	Each member of the group will be responsible for copying down the major points(at least 2) from the other two areas of specialty and each student will hand this in at the end of the class.

Students will spend 5 minutes filling out Self and Peer Assessment 2 and will hand this in when they are done.
Students will also write a journal entry, to be collected at the end of the class, on at least 5 things they learned during that lesson. ***

State the objective: 30 seconds
Assessment: 80 minutes (This includes the lecture, the group exercise, and the assessment)
III. Teacher Input (Present tasks, information and guidance):  
Major points and themes to address in lecture:

1) Absolute Monarchy: overview of this political system and of King Louis XVI as a ruler- lack of qualities needed to cope with the challenges ahead.

2) The separation of French society into the ‘Three Estates’- class system, special privileges (tax immunities etc.)

3) Overview of the feudal system

4) Economic crisis- unbearable taxes, rising deficit, expensive wars of the past, outdated agricultural techniques, rapidly rising population

5) Environmental conditions- recent poor weather conditions leading to near starvation

6) Resentments- frivolous and extremely costly lifestyle of the royal court in Versailles
(30 minutes)
IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): Students will be separated into 6 groups of 4. Worksheet 2A will be given to each student. 2 groups will be responsible for learning about the Peasants of France during the 17th and 18th Century, 2 for the Bourgeoisie, and 2 for the Monarchy and the Clergy.

Students will have 15 minutes to research their topic in their textbook.

Questions they will need to address are on Overhead 2A.

After 15 minutes students will get into groups of six- 2 people from each area of specialty will be represented. Each group will have 10 minutes total to hear from all six group members on what they have learned.
(50 minutes)
V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): Review major points of the lesson and assign homework.  (10 minutes)
VI. Independent Practice: Homework: Compare and Contrast the Declaration of the Rights of Man and of the Citizen (to be handed out as a printed copy) to the United States Bill of Rights. Include 2 comparisons and 2 differences to hand in.
