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Summary (and Rationale):  Students will be following the graffiti model of cooperative learning in which they will circulate around the room adding their own answers to the questions given. Once every student has answered every questions and has returned to their original question, as a group they will formulate a coherent answer based on all the answers given to say aloud to the class.
I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): (10mins) Review the causes of the French Revolution and provide a brief overview of what the questions for this lessons will be.

IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): Students will go around the room to the different stations and spend 10 minutes at each station (4 stations) answering questions. Students will write their answers as a group. (40 minutes)
V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): The homework assignment will be given and explained to the students where upon they will have the rest of the class period to work on it. (5-10minutes)
VI. Independent Practice: Students will provide a brief summary, including 3 main points, of the National Assembly, Legislative Assembly, National Convention, and the Directory. This will be handed in the next day.
