Subject(s): World History
Topic or Unit of Study (Title): American and French Revolutions  

Grade Level: 9
Materials: Prepared questions, Paper, Writing tool, Notes, Brain
Summary (and Rationale):  Using the Socratic Seminar as model, students will engage in dialogue to better understand a topic and at the same time learn how to express ideas and respond to others respectfully. 
I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): (10mins) Go over main points of the American and French Revolutions.
II. Statement of Instructional Objective(s) and Assessments: (5 mins)
	Objectives
	Assessments

	Students will express at least one opinion or idea to contribute to the dialogue. If a student is following another student, the follower must summarize the previous students opinion or idea and then proceed with their own.
Students will be able to recognize 3 similarities and 3 differences between the American and French Revolutions.
	The teacher will have a list of students names and put a mark next to each student who speaks with an additional mark for every time the student speaks again.
A graphic organizer will be provided prior to the start of the dialogue in which the students will fill out and turn in for grading.


State the objective: (3mins)
Assessment: (2min)
III. Teacher Input (Present tasks, information and guidance):  (10 mins) Teacher will re-explain the Socratic Seminar, what it is, how it works, etc. (Students should have been informed how it worked previously in order to prepare questions) The teacher will then hand out the graphic organizer instructing students to fill it out as they go or take notes and fill it out later. It will be handed in the next day.
IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): (60mins) Students will be re-presented with the initial questions of: (which they should have received previously in order to formulate their own questions in response)
· How are the French Revolution and the American Revolution similar? How are they different? What were the differences in the outcome of each?

Upon which, students will begin to initiate the Socratic Seminar by asking questions, listening to others, summarizing others ideas and answering with their own questions. At the same time, students should be taking notes and/or filling out their graphic organizer. If the dialogue should begin to waver or a direction is taken that is unwarranted or unwanted the teacher will act as a guide to redirect students in a proper direction. If students begin to not speak up the teacher will ask another question to pick up the dialogue again.
V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): (5mins) Students will be either congratulated or told improvement is needed based upon their performance. A reminder will be given out that the graphic organizer is due the next day.
VI. Independent Practice: Students will complete the graphic organizer.
